Course Information
We ask that all our society guests play from the Yellow/Red tees of 
the day.

Yardage markers on the sprinkler heads can be measured to the 
centre of the green and our flag positions on the green are;
Red = Front / Yellow = Middle / White = Back.

On course toilet facilities can be found at the Carter Cabin, our half 
way house which also stocks a fantastic range of hot & cold food 
along with soft & alcoholic beverages.

The course ratings are displayed outside 
the professional shop and on both the 
first and tenth tee.  Along with the local 
rules they can also be found by scanning 
the QR code (right).
